Working under the direction of the Head of Data Science and AI, the role conceptualises and supervises the technical delivery of multiple AI initiatives, shapes how AI methods are applied in practice, and provides authoritative professional advice to colleagues. The role balances technical contribution with coordination, assurance and influence, ensuring AI solutions are effective, compliant and aligned to organisational priorities.
Key Responsibilities
· Apply professional judgement to assess AI opportunities, risks and constraints, shaping viable use‑cases and conceptualise solution approaches.
· Work collaboratively across functions to align AI initiatives with organisational needs, standards and delivery timelines.
· Translate complex AI concepts, risks and trade‑offs into clear recommendations for senior and non‑technical audiences.
· Contribute professional analysis, options and assurance material to support governance, approval and investment decisions.
· Provide authoritative AI advice to stakeholders across policy, digital, operational and analytical teams, influencing design and delivery decisions.
· Coordinate and supervise the delivery of AI solutions, ensuring priorities, dependencies and resources are effectively managed.
· Provide day‑to‑day technical leadership to project teams, supporting capability development through coaching, review and knowledge sharing.
· Review and quality‑assure AI design, experimentation and outputs produced by data scientists, providing professional guidance.
· Contribute to the development and refinement of AI delivery processes, standards and patterns within agreed governance frameworks.
· Design and oversee structured experimentation to evaluate model performance, suitability and risk for defined business problems.
· Resolve complex technical and ethical issues arising in applied AI delivery, escalating where precedent or policy requires.
· Ensure AI solutions deliver demonstrable operational or decision-support value in accordance with defined functional and organisational objectives

· Professional experience delivering advanced AI or analytics solutions in an organisational setting.
· Expert practical knowledge of applied AI methods, including model types, evaluation methods and AI risk considerations.
